Denise and | just returned from
Alabama and Mississippi where we visited with my family. As
many of you know, my sister Pat Wilkins is at the end stage of
early onset Alzheimer’s. My brother-in-law George, her primary
caregiver, has gone through an excruciating ordeal caring for her
for over nine years with this disease. He has borne the brunt of
close care and contact with her on a daily basis at home, along
with my mother, Peggy Sagan, and with some assistance from
in-home hospice care.

The occasional “I love you”, “Hello”, or
“OK” thrills us with just the thought that she seems to have
some response to our presence. How much we take for granted
the ability to communicate with our loved ones until that is taken
away from us. Sometimes it takes the tragedy of disease or death
of a loved one to remind us of the brevity of life and the need to
work for the Gospel while there is light. It is an observable,
measurable fact, that ninety per cent of the people who come to
faith in Jesus Christ and become a part of a body of believers do
so because a family member or friend invited them to do so.
This is the New Testament pattern; in public and from house to
house the early church spread the Gospel. As the apostle Paul
told the elders in Ephesus, “I did not shrink from declaring to
you anything that was profitable, and teaching you in public and
from house to house.” (Act 20:20 ESV).
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I encourage us all to pray for and take advantage of
the precious Divine appointments that God gives us

THE LIFE OF THE CHURCH

Our purpose is to glorify God by loving Him and loving people.

Parenting is hard work. | remember visiting with a
friend awhile back, and him asking “Did parenting get
harder now that I have teenagers, or have | just not
been doing it right up until now?”

One of the many reasons for us to be thankful for
God’s gift of the visible Church is the support
structure it provides for parents and families. Having
a group of like-minded people willing to come
alongside us in this most important endeavor serves
as a consistent source of encouragement to me as a
parent wrestling with how to bring up godly kids in
this world.

Earlier this year, Tabletalk Magazine had an article
entitled “The Two ‘Gardens’ God Uses to Grow Our
Children,” talking about the role of the home and the
church in the nurture of children. One of the early
paragraphs in the article was this one, quantifying
something that we know intuitively but don’t often
see expressed in hard numbers.

“The home is the primary garden in which our kids
will learn the gospel. If a family is actively involved
in church, the pastors and volunteers only have about
a hundred hours a year with the kids. Parents, on the
other hand, have about 8,500 waking hours with
them. No matter how amazing your church’s
children’s ministry is, what happens on the weekend
pales in comparison to what happens in the home.”

When dealing with large annual numbers like this, 1
often find it easier to break them down into weekly
terms. The numbers quoted above break down into
about 163 hours per week for parents, while church

workers get just two hours each week with the kids.
These numbers are quite sobering. Even those who
might downplay the fact that parents have the God-
given responsibility can’t ignore the sheer weight of
these figures; parents are the primary source of
nurture.

The article concludes by referencing Psalm 127, the
Psalm where Solomon describes children as a
heritage from the Lord. Then it makes this
statement about the type of heritage a church would
like to leave behind: “When we think about what
our churches are ‘leaving behind’ for our cities, we
shouldn’t be thinking of ministry plans or church
buildings, but kids.”

So | leave you with these questions:

1) Parents: what are you doing to make the most of
those 163 hours per week? Are you engaging in the
real-life gospel conversationand demonstrations
so that Scriptural truths can be caught as well as
taught?

2) Church members: are you doing all you can to
assist the parents in the Christian nurture of their
children? Is it possible you are being called into
service this coming year, perhaps as a teacher or
helper in a Sunday School class? Are there other
ways you can help the families of the church who
have children?

I encourage all of us to personally consider what we
are doing to help the “legacy” of Covenant Church.

Protect Fayetteville-Vote Sept 8th
Against Ordinance. 5781

Don't be fooled. The essence of Ordinance
5781 is the same as Chapter 119. The citizens
of Fayetteville sent a strong message to the
city council when they voted to repeal 119.
Pushing their personal agenda, the city
council is bullying its citizens by forcing
another vote when the citizens have already
said, ""No."

A few things you need to know:

1. The religious exemption was given to
institutions not individuals. People of faith are
NOT exempt. This law forces people of faith
to compromise their conscience and religious
beliefs by forcing participation in
controversial activities.

2. This ordinance creates danger zones for
women and children. Just as in Chapter 119,
the law demands that businesses allow men
(who claim to be women) to enter women's
bathrooms, locker rooms, and showers. Public
schools are not exempt.

3. Businesses are still at great risk. According
to Ord. 5781, someone is considered guilty
until proven innocent on a single accusation.
Any disgruntled employee can file multiple
false complaints with no repercussions. Yet,
the business owner may face prosecution and
be subject to civil lawsuits.

4. This ordinance is unconstitutional and
flagrantly violates the new Arkansas State Law
Act 137 which was passed by an overwhelming
majority in the senate and the house.
Furthermore, this shows that our city council is
usurping the authority of the people and the
State of Arkansas. The Fayetteville city
attorney expects a challenge in court and
therefore people will be prosecuted and have to
spend thousands of dollars to prove themselves
innocent. No one can guarantee a favorable
court decision.

5. If Ordinance 5781 passes the city council will
amend it and take away the exemptions,
increase punishments, and expand their *'so-
called™ definition of sexual orientation. Last
year they enthusiastically approved of Chapter
119. This year they referred Ord. 5781 to a
public vote in one night rather than the typical
process. The city council cannot be trusted.

CHRISTIAN WITNESS TO ISRAEL - NEWS

With the calling of Stephen Atkinson as Assistant
Pastor 2012, the international ministry of CWI
came to North America, and has had its American
base in our congregation. Within 12 months there
was the desire to have a second worker in a Jewish
area of the United States. Michael Saunders
became CWTI’s first American worker in 2013 and
was sent to labor in South Florida, where the
second largest Jewish community in the USA
resides. However, the growth in support has been
challenging, and despite the regular central funds
growing at around 20% per year, the support for
the South Florida ministry has not met its
necessary targets.

In mid July 2015 the CWI (North America) Board
passed the following resolution. I share a portion of
it with Covenant for your information and prayers
for the future of CWI in the USA.

Whereas as a ministry we live by faith, we also
must be wise stewards of the Lord’s resources,
and Whereas we have watched for many months
the slow growth of support for the South Florida
ministry and the steady depletion of reserves, and
Whereas the latest best guess financial
projections from our Accountant makes the
present level of salary subsidy of Dr Michael
Saunders from CWI-North America central funds
unsustainable, and Whereas our projections
would place us with an unacceptably precarious
bank balance soon into the Fall 2015,

1. With much heaviness of heart, the Board of
CWI (NA) proposes to bring an end to our
current ministry in South Florida and the
employment of Michael Saunders due to
financial constraints.

2. The Board records thanks to Michael & Patty
Saunders for their planting a flag for CWI in

South Florida, their labors to instruct the local
church in sensitive evangelism and their efforts
to reach out into the Jewish community with the
gospel.

3. The Board expresses appreciation to the
congregation of St Andrews, Hollywood FL for
their ready acceptance of the ministry of CWI
and their pastoral care for the Saunders.

4. The Board wishes to record thanks to CWI
Head Office for their large subsidy of

the ministry of CWI (NA), enabling us to initiate
and continue our labors in South Florida over
the past 18 months.

I want to stress that my own support (in reality, the
general funds of CWI (NA), is growing at a
reasonably encouraging rate. However, my godly
impatience desires us to grow with further laborers.
We will grow only at the level of the Lord’s
provision through His people; therefore we would
wish to bring the matter to the attention of
Covenant members, for prayer and individual
support.

(Being a ‘called ministry” of Covenant Church,
CWI does not receive support from Faith Promise
but rather is a line item in Covenant’s budget at
$7,200 per year. Session has approved further
laying before congregational members the needs of
CWI, and if anyone would wish to personally
support the work please send to: CWI, 6401 S. 50th
St, Rogers, AR. CW1 is 501(c)(3) and tax receipts
will be issued at end of year.)

Thank you for your partnership in this important
ministry to the ancient people.
